Chad 

and Leah, dated, fell in love and were married between their junior and senior seasons at Alabama 

becoming the first family of Alabama Athletics.  Leah went on to become one of only four player in 

Crimson Tide Women’s Basketball history to be named to an All American Team.

Baptist Church Macon, Ga.  While at Alabama Chad served as FCA President from 1995 - 1997.  Being a
